Rx for Change Update

Since the last newsletter, both EPOC and CC & CRG have been busy up-
dating Rx for Change the interventions database - with recent evidence
from systematic reviews of interventions to improve evidence based
prescribing practices and consumers drug use. Since its inception in
2007, over 50,000 citations have been screened for inclusion in th&x for
Changedatabase, of which 275 summaries of moderate to high quality
systematic reviews are currently presented on the website. In addition,
through the creation of an O0Excl
reviews that met the initial selection criteria but were of low relevance

or did not meet the quality cut point for inclusion, we added a further
448 citations. TheRx for Changelatabase continues to be updated at
regular intervals. We are currently working on the sixth instalment

which will capture relevant systematic reviews published to October
2011, the results of which will be uploaded to the web -site in April 2012.

We are pleased to welcome Katrina Sullivan and Dr. Genevieve Cowie
to the Rx for Changeroject. Both have been instrumental to supporting
the project while S. Carolyn Wayne and Rebecca Ryan are on maternity
leaves.

We are excited to report that through collaboration and continued finan-
cial support from the Canadian Agency for Drugs and Technologies in
Health (CADTH) and others, the Pan American Health Organization
(PAHO) (http://new.paho.org/) has agreed to translate the  Rx for
Changedatabase into Spanish and other PAHO/World Health Organisa-
tion (WHO) official languages over the next two years.

The UK Cochrane EPOC Satellite was established in 2008 and last October
moved from the University of Newcastle to the Department of Public Health,
University of Oxford.
