What the quality of evidence (GRADE) means


The quality of the evidence is a judgement about the extent to 


which we can be confident that the findings of the research are correct. These judgements are made using the GRADE framework, and are provided for each outcome. The judgements are based on the type of study design (randomised trials versus observational studies), the risk of bias, the consistency of the results across studies, and the precision of the overall findings across studies. For each outcome, the quality of the evidence is rated as high, moderate, low or very low using the definitions below.





����


High: We are confident that the true effect lies close to what was found in the research.





����


Moderate: The true effect is likely to be close to what was found, but there is a possibility that it is substantially different.





����


Low: The true effect may be substantially different from what was found.





����


Very low: We are very uncertain about the effect.
